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WHY SHOULD WE REMEMBER?
As the saying goes, “On the eleventh hour, of the eleventh day, in the eleventh month, we shall remember.” But, what does this really mean to those who are too young to know the history of Canada’s part in war? As educators, parents and community members, it’s our responsibility to teach you this very important information.
According to Veterans Affairs Canada, 2.3 million Canadians, of all ethnic backgrounds, from all walks of life, have served our country. More than 118,000 Canadian lives have been lost to war. It is estimated that over 12,000 Indigenous, Metis and Inuit men and women participated in WWI, WWII & the Korean War. Many of our own Valley residents played significant roles in our military. Valley historian, Glen McKenzie, estimates 300 locals participated in WWI & WWII, as well as, many other residents that have served in various missions, such as the Gulf War, Bosnia, Afghanistan, Peace keeping and everyday military services.  
Following WW1, the women and children of France’s most devastated areas began producing poppies to sell in support of wounded veterans. Canada began supporting this tradition in November of 1921. From the last Friday in October, until Remembrance Day, the Canadian Legion asks every Canadian to wear a poppy proudly as a symbol of Remembrance. Please show your support for those who have dedicated and sacrificed their lives for our freedoms.  
November 8th, is National Indigenous Veterans Day and Remembrance Day is on November 11. Together, we observe a moment of silence to mark the sacrifice of the many who have fallen in the service of their country, and to acknowledge the courage of those who still serve.  It is a day we encourage every individual, young and old, to pause, to give thanks and to remember.
As a proud Canadian, I will take the time to remember my grandparents who both served in WWII. I encourage all students and families, no matter where you are, to take that moment.
