LICE HEAD CHECKS

Please continue to carefully check your child’s head for lice or eggs. If they are found, you must treat your child with either a store-bought/Public Health remedy or home remedy. Resultz has been found to be the best treatment!!
 Helpful Hint: use an LED light when checking for eggs/nits in your child’s hair.  The LED light makes the eggs shine; therefore, they are easier to see and remove thoroughly. 

If you find lice, your child should be treated today, again in one week and again the week following.  

All eggs must be removed: please note: the nit comb that comes with the store-bought remedy does not remove all the nits.  You must go through the hair strand by strand daily throughout the weeks after. 

Please ensure that their bedding, etc. has been laundered in HOT water and any areas that your child has been near (mattress, couch, carpet, bed, toys, vehicle, etc.) is vacuumed thoroughly. Please be diligent in checking your child’s hair weekly, as we need to maintain a healthy environment for ALL our students.

Medication Administration

 Swan Valley School Division acknowledges that certain students may require prescribed medication during the school day. If possible, the drug treatment regimen should be modified by the prescribing physician to eliminate the need for dispensing medications during school.
 To request the administering of medication, the parent(s) must complete Part I of the Authorization and Administration Form and have their physician complete Part II. Part III will be completed by the school. The principal will designate a person to administer the medication. The original copy of the form shall be maintained in the school. Schools will refuse to administer prescribed medication to any child whose parents(s)/legal guardians(s) do not fully comply with this Administrative Procedure. 	
Medication must be delivered to the school by the parent/guardian or responsible adult in the original pharmacy container and in the proper dosage.  If pills are to be taken in a dosage that is less than one pill, they must be cut to appropriate size before coming to school.  Liquid medication must be accompanied by a measuring device which will provide the exact dosage.



Reminder to Parents:  Bowsman School Guidelines
Cell Phone Use	Kindergarten to Grade 8 students are banned from using cell phones during school hours, including breaks and lunch as per Manitoba Education
